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In late 2006, Duke University hired RATIO to prepare a master plan for the Wallace Wade Stadium improvements, to be
carried out in four phases. Phase one includes a new stair terrace connection to the basketball practice facility, upper
terrace, north gate, ticket pavilion, a rose garden with a stair terrace and Wallace Wade sculpture, lower plaza with
concessions and accessible restrooms, new scoreboard and alumni terrace, peristyle columns with conference flags and Iron
Dukes court. Phase two of the master plan focuses on the sides of the stadium. It includes a covered peristyle, new "soft
boxes" and accessible seating, concession and restroom buildings, west gate entry development, east gate entry
development, a new President's box and suites, and a renovated fagade of the Finch-Yeager building. Phase three includes
an addition to the Murray building and new east gate buildings. Phase four focuses on the stadium itself. It includes the
lowering of the playing surface, new stadium seating to add 4000 seats, a south end zone redevelopment and the east gate
promenade and parking improvements.
